Established by the Late Miss Grace Margaret Gane, Speech Therapist of Christchurch 

who died on 6 May 2003 
 
 

The late Miss Grace Gane provided funds to set up the scholarship fund in memory of her 
grandfather James Gane who farmed in Marlborough and in memory of her mother, 
Evelyn Edith Gane.  In her Will she wanted the funds given to the Board of Trustees of 
Nelson College for Girls to enable them to provide scholarships or assistance to worthy 
country children to obtain a good secondary education from the income. 

 
CONDITIONS OF AWARD 

 
The Board of Trustees of Nelson College for Girls offer for competition a Scholarship open to 
any girl from a rural background who wishes to enter Nelson College for Girls as a new 
boarder. 
 
The Scholarship is tenable for up to five years but is subject to annual review and renewal at 
the discretion of the Trustees. 
 
The value of the Scholarship is 50% of the current boarding fee for each year the Scholarship 
is held. 
 
Conditions 
1. The Scholarship will be awarded annually, as funds allow. 
 
2. The criteria for selection will be the areas of academic ability, leadership, character, 

breadth of interests and likely contribution to school and boarding life but with general 
emphasis on all-round ability. 

 
3. Selected applicants may be required to visit Nelson for interview and character information. 

4. Applicants must have received an offer of a place in boarding before the closing date for 
this Scholarship.  

 
5. Scholarships will be awarded as follows: 
 

(a) Regional – preference given to Marlborough, Golden Bay, West Coast and 
Wairarapa 

 
(b) Year levels - maximum of two at Years 9 and 10 

  maximum of two at Years 11 to 13
